Eric Faulconer

Eric Faulconer was named in January 2005 as the first head women’s soccer coach at Armstrong Atlantic State University in Savannah, Georgia.

Faulconer came to AASU from Thomas University, where he compiled a career record in six seasons of 68-44-6. Faulconer left Thomas 16th all time in the history of the NAIA in winning percentage. He was the ninth winningest women’s soccer coach in wins and eight in winning percentage among active NAIA coaches. In 2004, the Lady Night Hawks finished 10th in the country and No. 1 in Region 13, both the highest in the program’s history. In 2003, he led Thomas to the NAIA Region 13 title and received an automatic bid to the NAIA National Tournament in Santa Barbara, CA. He was named the 2003 NAIA Region 13 Coach of the Year, as well as the 2003 NSCAA/adidas South Region Coach of the Year. He was a finalist for the National Coach of the Year with both organizations. He also led Thomas to three straight national rankings.

He has been involved in the sport of soccer at the professional, collegiate and youth levels. Faulconer was an assistant coach with the Thomas University men’s soccer program during the 1998-99 season. He also served as Deputy Commissioner of the professional Eastern Indoor Soccer League from 1996-98. He was quite active at the high school and youth levels in Tallahassee, Florida since 1990. Faulconer was the Director of Girls Player Development for the Tallahassee United Futbol Club and is currently a staff coach with Tallahassee-based Warner Soccer. Faulconer holds a USSF National B License and is a member of the Florida Youth Soccer Association Olympic Development coaching staff. 

Born in New Jersey, Faulconer’s family moved to Naples, Florida in 1979. He graduated from the Florida State University with a bachelor’s degree  in political science and a master’s degree in public administration, with additional graduate course work in sport administration. 

Andy Williamson

In 2003, Rutherford was appointed as the Assistant Coach for the Bahamas Men’s Senior National Team (2003-2004) for the CONCACAF 2006 World Cup Qualifying Tournament. Rutherford is now a member of the National Instructor Staff for the Bahamas Football Association (2003-present).

John Rootes 


John Rootes begins his first season as the head men’s soccer coach at the Savannah College of Art and Design. John spent the past six seasons as the men’s head coach at Clayton College & State University, where he led the Lakers to a 69-38-9 (.634) record and two NCAA Division II Tournament appearances. 

Rootes, who is ranked No. 3 on the NCAA Division II all-time winningest coaches by percentage list with a 238-68-20 (.761) record, led the Lakers to an 11-6-1 record in 2003. 

Rootes led the 2000 squad to an 18-3-1 record, its first NCAA championship berth and its first Peach Belt Conference Tournament Championship. His 2000 Lakers finished ranked 14th in the country, and the team produced its first All-American. 

In 2001, the program continued its winning ways, capturing the school’s first-ever Peach Belt Conference regular-season soccer title. The squad finished the season undefeated in PBC play, advanced to its second straight NCAA tournament and was ranked 13th in the final Division II poll. 

Clayton State opened the 2002 season with a 7-0 record, ranked fourth in the country and appeared poised to gun for the school’s first national championship before devastating injuries to the team’s two leading scorers and arguably the two best scorers in school history took their toll. 

Prior to coaching at Clayton State, Rootes spent 10 seasons as the head men’s coach at New Hampshire College (now Southern New Hampshire University). 

During his tenure at NHC, Rootes compiled a 169-30-11 (.831) record and elevated the program to national prominence. 

In 10 seasons, his teams were consistently ranked in the ISAA National Top 10 and earned three 20-win seasons, six NCAA Division II Tournament bids, four appearances in the Elite Eight and an NCAA National Championship in 1989. 

Nine of his players were named NSCAA All-Americans and 15 have gone on to professional soccer careers. 
Prior to his years in New Hampshire, Rootes worked as the senior assistant coach under I.M. Ibrahim at NCAA Division I powerhouse Clemson University. 

While with the Tigers, he helped the school to the 1987 National Championship and the 1988 World Collegiate Championship. 

As a player, Rootes was a four-year starter for legendary coach Barry Barto at Philadelphia College of Textiles & Sciences (now Philadephia University) and the University of Nevada, Las Vegas. Rootes led Textile to an undefeated season and a No. 1 ranking in the final coaches’ poll in 1980 and guided UNLV to its first NCAA Tournament bid in 1983. 

Rootes was twice honored as an NSCAA All-West striker, and was a member of the 1984 United States Amateur team. He also played two years of professional soccer for the Boston Storm in 1994 and 1995. 

Rootes holds a U.S. Soccer Federation “A” license, an NSCAA Advanced National Diploma and a master’s degree in sport science. Rootes and his wife, Alicia, have two children, Savannah and Thomas.
